Pope Leo XIV has released a new encyclical, 
Magnifica Humanitas, reflecting on the growing 
role of artificial intelligence and technology in 
our world. In response, Bishop Rhoades  
encourages the faithful of the Diocese of Fort 
Wayne-South Bend to read and reflect on the 
Holy Father’s teaching, helping us pursue what 
is true, good, and beautiful, rather than  
replacing or diminishing our humanity. As  
Bishop Rhoades shared, “I pray that this new 
encyclical will help all people of goodwill reflect 
more deeply on the use of technology,  
especially artificial intelligence, in the context of 
the dignity of the human person and the   
responsibility to discern carefully the benefits 
and the risks of technological developments in 
light of the Gospel and the Church’s social 
teaching.”

SECTION TWO I. THE CREEDS 
CHAPTER THREE ARTICLE 9

Paragraph 4. CHRIST'S FAITHFUL -  
HIERARCHY, LAITY, CONSECRATED  
III. THE CONSECRATED LIFE 
Consecration and mission: proclaiming the King who  
is corning 
IN BRIEF 
941 Lay people share in Christ's priesthood: ever more unit-
ed with him, they exhibit the grace of Baptism and Confir-
mation in all dimensions of their personal family, social and 
ecclesial lives, and so fulfill the call to holiness addressed 

to all the baptized. 

942 By virtue of their prophetic mission, lay people "are 
called . . . to be witnesses to Christ in all circumstances and 

at the very heart of the community of mankind" (GS 43 # 4). 

943 By virtue of their kingly mission, lay people have the 
power to uproot the rule of sin within themselves and in the 

world, by their self-denial and holiness of life (cf. LG 36). 

944 The life consecrated to God is characterized by the 
public profession of the evangelical counsels of poverty, 
chastity, and obedience, in a stable state of life recognized 

by the Church. 

945 Already destined for him through Baptism, the person 
who surrenders himself to the God he loves above all else 
thereby consecrates himself more intimately to God's ser-
vice and to the good of the whole Church.
